Rural means relating to or characteristic 
of the country or the people who live 
there. Typically means a population of 
less than 2,500 people. 

Route 
A route is the path from one place 
to another. It is a way for travel or 
movement, the path from point A to point 
B. 

Urban 

Urban typically refers to cities or people 
who live in cities. Usually, an urban area 
includes a population of 2,500 people or 
more. 

Transportation 
Transportation is the act of moving 
something from one location to another.

Producer 

A producer is someone who makes or 
gathers goods and resources. 

Natural Resources 
A natural resource is something found 
naturally in nature such as trees, coal, and 
fish. 

Consumer 

A consumer is someone who uses goods 
and resources.
